The
theme this year was ‘Inspiring Change’, with children from Nursery to Year 6 taking part in a variety of activities to look at how we

deal with the ever changing world of technology.

One of the key messages of Safer Internet Day, as well as all of our Digital Citizenship lessons, is that children should know who
their trusted adults are, both in and out of school. It's important to have this conversation with your children at home too, so they
know who they can talk to when something upsets them online. For older children, we also discussed ways of reporting, blocking

and recording upsetting or inappropriate things they may see online.

As well as looking at the central theme of change, we also took the opportunity to develop our existing understanding of Digital
Citizenship. Each class built upon their half-termly Digital Citizenship lessons to think about how a good digital citizen should think,

feel and act online. The children produced some excellent ideas, as shown in these impressive posters:
